THOUGHTS ON THE LITURGY 
 

 At opposite ends of the work spectrum 
are those who work to live and those who live 
to work. Some of us work to acquire the 
resources we need to survive and/or prosper. 
Others of us work for the satisfaction and sense 
of fulfillment we find. Some people find both 

of these needs met in their work. All of us can 
strive to do so. 
 The prophet sees the glory of God and 
proclaims God's holy name. Our work is less 
dangerous and demanding, but it has an 
important place in God's purpose. Our spiritual 
and physical energies build and maintain the 
common good. 
 Paul assures us that a wasted life is never 
beyond retrieval and renewal. Paul, who had 
persecuted the first Christians became the most 
influential advocate of the Christ faith. His life 
work was carrying the gospel to the city of 
Rome and to the ends of the Roman Empire. 
 Simon had no idea that allowing Jesus to 
use his fishing boat would transform his own 
life's work. He had always been a fisherman, 
but Jesus called him to become a fisher of 
people, to draw Jews and Gentiles to the 
kingdom of God through the gospel. 
The same materials and labor can build a 
chapel or a brothel. We have a certain degree of 
freedom to decide where we will invest our 
efforts and how we will use our skill. The lines 
between useful and useless labor are not clear 
cut in this world. The distance between the 
work of our hands and the product of our labor 
is too great for us to completely to control the 
two. But we can do our best to make our work a 
hymn of praise to the God who created all 
things and saw that they were good.
