LENTEN SCHEDULE 
 

 
This Wednesday is Ash Wednesday, the beginning of 
the season of Lent. Lent is a time for all of us to grow 
in our faith and to follow the Lord more closely. Try to 
do something extra for Lent to prepare your selves to 
celebrate Easter with more joy and happiness. 
 

ASH WEDNESDAY 
Mass and distribution of ashes will be at 9:00 am and 
7:30 pm. There will a Scripture service and distribution 
of ashes at 4:30 pm. 
 

LENTEN SERVICES 
Daily Mass is celebrated Monday through Saturday at 
9:00 am. There is a Eucharistic Service on Tues. at 
9:00. There is a Mass on Tuesday at 7:30. If you can 
not come to the morning Mass maybe you could come a 
week at 7:30 pm. 
 
On Friday evening we will have adoration of the 
Blessed Sacrament and Stations of the Cross at 7:00 pm 
Before this we will have what we call a meager meal at 
6:00 pm in the Church Hall. It consists of home made 
soup and bread. Come and share in our fasting and 
fellowship. 
 

LENTEN REGULATIONS 
 
ABSTINENCE: Catholics over 14 yrs of age are 
bound by the obligation of Ash Wednesday and all the 
Fridays of Lent. On days of abstinence meat may not be 
used at all. 
 
FAST: Catholics over 18 and up to the beginning of 
their 60th year are bound to this obligation of fasting. 
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fasting. 
On these days only one full meal is allowed plus two 
other meatless meals sufficient to maintain strength 
may be taken according to each one's needs.  Eating 
between meals is not allowed but liquids may be taken 
at any time.

THOUGHTS ON THE LITURGY 
Contraries abound in today's readings. Images 
of abundance and sterility, blessing and woe, 
time and eternity engage our imagination.  
In the first reading, Jeremiah contrasts the 
blighted state of those who trust in human 
devices with the blessed state of those who trust 
in the Lord. For a people with a history of 
desert wanderings, Jeremiah's image of running 
water, lush greenery, and fruitful abundance 
would spell blessing indeed. 
Jesus' sermon is a vivid example of just how 
starling the gospel message can be. In fact, it 
seems to be just the opposite of the ªwisdomº 
that pervades our consumer society. Woe, says 
Jesus, to the rich, the satisfied, the financially 
secure, and blessing to the poor, the hungry, the 
suffering. How can this be? Isn't financial 
security essential to a happy life? 
Upon deeper reflection, we see that material 
acquisition can be isolating. Self-satisfaction, 
self-absorption are not life giving but rather 
leave us disinterested in others. It is when we 
lack, when we ªhave-notº that we are drawn to 
look beyond ourselves. Our poverty, our sorrow 
can lead to great riches because they invite us 
into relationship, into community. They call us 
to deeper friendship with self, God, and others 
±to compassion, to communion, to love. They 
open us to encounter Christ.
