THOUGHTS ON THE LITURGY

We live in a success-oriented culture. It is not as important what you do as that you are successful in doing it. In such an environment the unpardonable sin is failure. Failure is the worst of possibilities. It is though to be better not to make the attempt than to fail. Yet God’s most beautiful work involves the redeeming of failures.


When Christ’s resurrection had been confirmed for the apostles, they became courageous in proclaiming the gospel. They would be threatened on every side, but their love for Christ emboldened them to risk their live.


John has a vision of the throne of God bathed in transcendent glory. The throne was surrounded by angels, living creatures and elders. Thousands of them glory and praise were given to the One seated on the throne and to the Lamb who was seated at his right hand.
Peter’s encounter with the risen Christ on the seashore crystallized the meaning of discipleship for him. It all depends on loving Christ and those who belong to him Christ himself furnished the pattern for us to follow


Nothing is worse than failing at love. Perhaps that is why we seek love in the wrong ways and in the wrong places. Love is found in serving others. Jesus loved family and friends, aliens and strangers, opponents and enemies. His love was not reserved for a few only.
